Approval of minutes: October 31, 2005, adjourned board meeting.


Action:  Minutes were approved as corrected ( two minor edits).  Vote was unanimous.

GENERAL ITEMS:

1. Report by the ARA board committee and Kelly Reed of McNally Temple Associates, Inc. on a proposal to gauge public opinion on the Auburn Dam and related matters based on discussion at October 31, 2005 meeting.   Take action as necessary and appropriate.
Action:  Kelli Reed of McNally Temple Associates, Inc. reported on the Board’s ad hoc committee work related to tentative questions to gauge public opinion on the Auburn Dam and related matters.  After input from the board members present, it was moved by John Fraser and seconded by Jack Sweeney to move forward with the public opinion survey as revised during the board discussion with an amount not to exceed  $37,000 and authorized a budget transfer of $37,000 to cover the expenditure.  
2.
Update on El Dorado Water and Power Authority JPA’s progress for additional water and drought protection for the people of El Dorado County.  Take action as necessary and appropriate.
Action:  William Hetland, General Manager of the El Dorado County Water Agency presented the board with a request for funding in the amount of $20,000 to assist in funding pre-assessment work for discussions with the Sacramento Water Forum related to the El Dorado Water and Power Authority JPA’s efforts to obtain additional  water and drought protection for the people of El Dorado County.  It was moved and seconded to grant the request for funding in an amount not to exceed $20,000 for the above-described effort and to transfer the $20,000 from reserves into the current year’s budget to cover the expenditure.  The vote was unanimous.

E.
REPORTS BY ARA DIRECTORS:  In accordance with Government Code § 54954.2(a), Directors may make brief announcements or brief reports on their own activities.  They may ask questions for clarification, make a referral to staff or take action to have staff place a matter of business on a future agenda.

Action:  Director Jarvis reported on Lester Snow’s comments which indicate the delta system has a 50% chance of failure in the near future due to weakening levees and affects of climate change and earthquakes.  He also mentioned that there are newer  ways of developing release curves of dams in California which may aid in preventing catastrophic flooding.
Director John Fraser reported that there seems to be a lack of understanding of the economic impact on the local economy if flooding occurs.  Director Fraser felt any hydro associated with a new dam might be for the locals to handle.
